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Inquiry Questions: 
· How do I use information in my daily and academic life?
· Are there any gaps in the information that I use? What are they and what might they look like? 
· How can I fill in any gaps that I have identified?

Introductions: 
· Us: information professionals, something personal (authenticity)
· Introduce concept of information literacy
· Them: name, major, something interesting, question, library experience
· The Session: Not your usual “library” session, guiding inquiry questions, self through an info lens

Poll Everywhere:
· Turn your cell phones on!
· 2 questions in Poll Everywhere with discussion
· Situational nature of information, changing information needs
· Expectations (professors, employers, profession, etc.)

Show TED Talk:
· Hand outs: please write your name—we will be collecting these
· Reflection
· Class discussion:
· Questions from worksheet.
· Is this still true today? Is our information still being filtered?
· Do you have a balanced info diet?
· What are you getting through your filter bubble and what aren’t you getting?  Identifying gaps.
· What are the implications of people or you getting information from only one place?
· Relevant vs. Challenging
· How information is created, who’s creating it, what voices get heard? – Guess what percentage of editors of Wikipedia is male? 87%!!!
· Is some information better than other info? What info/sources do you really trust? Why?

Final Takeaway
· Info is filtered but there is no filter for a critical consumer of information
· When consuming information, especially for stuff that really matters, ask a lot of questions of it
· Where is this coming from?
· What voices are being represented? What perspectives are left out or marginalized?
· Why was this information created?
